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There are major societal challenges, such as an increase in the number of chronically ill people, the aging of the population, problems concerning obesity, and how to increase the shift from curative to preventive care. Challenges that demand our full attention and Amsterdam UMC wants to contribute to these challenges in many different ways. This requires a clear definition of what exactly we mean by creating societal impact

Societal Impact award: Domains of societal impact 

Inside-out*
Knowledge and expertise created at Amsterdam UMC is directly applied in society or is developed to benefit society. Providing advice to the government, such as proposing system innovations or social transformations, is another examples of inside-out-related relevance.

Partnerships*
Partnerships regarding open innovation, research collaborations, and consortia that generate shared knowledge creating societal impact. Co-creation and the involvement of all relevant stakeholders, such as patients and involved healthcare providers, are essential for success for these types of collaborations. Developing clinical and other guidelines also fall under this domain.

Societal outreach*
Societal outreach encompasses all types of contributions to public debate and/or societal interest. This ranges from healthcare professionals giving interviews to explain their scientific innovations, to giving public lectures or writing books. It also includes any other form of service to target groups to whom these services are not normally accessible. 

With the Societal Impact award, we want to highlight and reward researchers who made a societal impact in one of these aforementioned domains. We also want to emphasise the importance of the societal contribution of research.
